I recently had my parents to stay for a week which was most enjoyable. Like us here in 
Buntingford, they do not have a railway station where they live in Cornwall. So it means a 
50 mile bus journey to Exeter before they can jump (well not jump exactly ï they are in 
their 80th year!) on a train to come up country, and what a journey that is too! Everything 
goes into London so you have to encounter the London Underground system, not 
something that they had done for years or would be able to do now ï so we picked them 
up. Anyway the visit was lovely and only marred by one thing. Our recycling system! 
Stress levels rose when the continual question, "Which bin or container does this go in?" 
was asked every time something needed to be discarded. I have got used to this recycling 
malarkey and do it without thinking, but every time you are actually asked you have to stop 
and think.

Changes to State PensionChanges to State Pension   

 

I am a couple of years off retirement age. I know I won't now get my state pension 
at 60 but I'm unclear about exactly when I'll qualify and whether I'll be entitled to a 

full pension when I stop work. Can you help?  

 

State Pensions are changing from 6 April 2010. If you reach State Pension age on or 
after that date then you will get a State Pension under the new system. For most people 
the changes will happen automatically, but you may need to take action to make sure you 
get everything you are entitled to. 

 

To get a full basic State Pension, currently around £95 per week, you will only need to 
build up 30 qualifying years of National Insurance contributions or credits. Under the 
current system, women normally need 39 qualifying years and men 44 qualifying years  

 

To start getting some basic State Pension, you will only need one qualifying year of 
National Insurance contributions or credits. Under the current system, you need to build 
up a minimum number of qualifying years to start getting some basic State Pension ï 10 
years for women and 11 years for men. 

 

Changes to State Pensions will also make it easier to get a full basic State Pension for 
many people with caring responsibilities. 

 

If you are a woman, the earliest age from which you can start getting your State Pension 
will increase from the current age of 60. The State Pension age for women is rising 
gradually between 2010 and 2020 to make it the same as for men, currently 65. Your own 
State Pension age depends on your exact date of birth.  

 

You can get a forecast telling you how much State Pension you may get when you reach 
state pension age from the Directgov website. You can also find out what information 
you'll need before you apply.

Crate training tips Crate training tips   
 
Introduce the crate slowly to your puppy; firstly place some 
bedding into the crate. The puppies' bed should be placed 
at the back of the crate and this should in the early stages 
of crate training be the puppies' only bed in the area of the 
crate. If you have a toy or blanket with the bitch's/pack's 
scent on, use this to help reassure the puppy at this stage.  
 

Never force the puppy into the crate, start by feeding and 
playing with the puppy in the crate. At this stage the cage 
or crate door is still open. 
 

Once the puppies accustomed to sleeping in the crate, this 
is now the time to close the door. When your puppy wakes 
up, it's important not to rush straight over to the crate but 
do be aware that this is the perfect opportunity to get the 
pup out for a spot of toilet training. 

 

It is often common for puppies to whimper or cry, try to look at the bigger picture at this 
stage. Your puppy must accept relaxed isolation. He will learn, at times you leave but 
also return and this will become the norm.  
 

Remember that it is totally unnatural for a puppy to be on its own, we are asking him to 
live in captivity, so be patient and keep things simple.

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Warren FitzGeraldWarren FitzGerald   
 
Born in Buntingford in 1973, Warren was told he had 
great potential as a writer by his headmaster Roger 
Harcourt at his secondary school, Freman College 
(then called Ward Freman). Warren however, was 
seduced by music and after graduating Warwick 
University, where he studied Literature and Theatre; 
he raced to London to be part of the music scene. 
 

To give him a morsel of financial security, Warren 
kept a part-time job where his other passion lay, as a 
support worker for children and adults with 
disabilities, but simultaneously formed a band ï a 
manic hybrid rock and dance music, which strived 
for six years to get a foothold in the industry, 
culminating in a string of successful gigs in New 
York city. But nevertheless, some of the members 
were not as tenacious as Warren when it came to 

their creative endeavours and so the band dissolved in 2001. Warren quickly found a 
greater return for his solo endeavours when, that same year, he landed his first job as a 
session singer, singing lead vocals on tour all over Europe and Japan with a veteran of the 
dance music scene, Luke Slater, the pinnacle of which was a sell-out gig at the Saitama 
Arena in Tokyo, in front of 20,000 people. Warren continues to work sporadically as a 
session singer. He also continues to write and perform as a singer-songwriter and you can 
follow what he is doing on www.myspace.com/warrenfitzgerald. 
 

In 2004, after listening to stories his grandmother told him about her younger days in both 
World Wars, Warren decided that the stories were so precious they should be captured on 
paper. He worked extra hours in social services to scrape together enough pennies and, 
combining his need to have the solitude to get this story written with his desire to escape 
the depressing English winter, he hired a little house in a remote part of the Canary 
Islands for a few months and achieved his goal. Clearly not a literary masterpiece, Warren 
reserved this work for the interest of family and friends, but the process of writing the 
novel, which at first had seemed an insurmountable chore, was now proving addictive. 
Warren honed his ability with another attempt and in 2008 signed with HarperCollins. 
 

Warren's first commercial publication called The Go-Away 
Bird (which has already been nominated for the Amazon 
Rising Stars Award) was launched on 19th May this year, 
with the book signing held at the Wilmington Arms in 
London. It is a powerful, heart-wrenching story of friendship 
and love. To find out more about the book Warren talks 
about The Go-Away Bird in a short film on You Tube, 
www.youtube.com/watch?v=VDP59fVBafo. The book is 
published by Blue Door and is available in all good 
bookshops. 
 
 

Warren is now involved in several voluntary projects overseas, including building a health 
centre in the village of Kibungo, Rwanda, the setting for The Go-Away Bird.

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 Structural Surveys Over The YearsStructural Surveys Over The Years   
(Part 11)

Last year we held a number of open days at St Bartholomew's to let the people of 
Buntingford see and comment on our plans. Over three hundred of you came to have a 
look. One of the people we met, sadly for no more than half an hour, was Alf Miles. After 
he had finished recalling tales of woe in the North Atlantic in the war, we chatted for some 
time about the work he did with other 'Friends of Layston' over the years to help the 
church and the task we have before us.  

 

I'd always wondered who was brave 
enough to hang out the windows at the 
top of the bell tower and apply the 
concrete that's held the building 
together and now we know it was Alf. 
He also pieced together Margaret 
Butt's memorial from a bag of pieces 
on the floor to the restored item you 
can now see on the wall of the 
chancel, he told me his wife was not 
that impressed with it being on the 
kitchen table... Sadly a short time later 
we attended his funeral, he's now 
buried in Layston churchyard and is in 
sight of the building he so loved.  

 

At the funeral we meet his son who has subsequently given us a folder of St 
Bartholomew's items from his father's house. Included in the package was an architect's 
report from 1988 ï well, Alf's repairs to Margaret's memorial is famous! They are both 
mentioned in the report, along with a long list of 'must be done immediately' items that 
must have scared the 'Friends of Layston', such a mammoth task for a small group of 
people to undertake. It's interesting to see this report and compare it against the report 
we have from ten years later, you can clearly see what the friends were capable of 
undertaking and what was beyond them, simply because of the scale of the problem. You 
can see both reports in full on the documents part of the Layston website. 
 

As part of the planning application we have to provide a structural survey and a schedule 
of works that are to be completed on the building, and these are in fact much like these 
two reports from a couple of decades ago. We have the advantage of technology on our 
side and a structural engineer called John who has worked on a number of jobs over the 
past twenty years that basically just consist of grade I and II listed buildings.  
 

The idea here is to list everything you can identify on the building and grade it. '1' means 
"Argh!! Deal with it now before it falls down", '2' means "Pay attention to this because it's 
not happy" and '3' means "Keep an eye on it". You also take into consideration where on 
the building the item is. Stonework on the windows of the bell chamber, that have another 
5 years of life in them, will be a '1' because the cost of scaffolding is so expensive that 
you need to deal with everything at that height in one go. Stonework at ground level with 
5 years of life left will be a '2' because it's easy to get at. So we set to producing the 
report, most can be done very accurately as we have a laser scan of the whole building 
and pictures of everything, but some items we can only take an educated guess at until 
we have scaffold up, like the tower windows for example, as they need close 
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examination. Unlike Alf I'm not keen to hang out 
of a window on a wooden pallet with a rope 
round my waist! 
 

The idea of the report is to produce a plan for 
maintaining the building over the years, clearly 
the building needs to develop a long-term 
relationship with a stonemason and itôs also 
important to ensure that when fixing parts of the 
building we don't destroy its character. Take for 
example the buttress that is just to the left of the 
Chancel door. It's had Tudor bricks added to it 
over the years just above the plinth; it's also had 
concrete layered over the top of the quoins and 
some of the weathering stones and at the very 
top the quoins have the original clunch exposed 
and severely crumbling. Now at first glance one 
might imagine that all of this needs changing, 
however the Tudor bricks show past works that 
have been completed and give a history of the 
building so they need to stay exactly where they 
are so that makes them a '3'. The concrete 
covering the central quoins is visually 
unpleasant but it's all at ground level and when 
it fails in a number of years it can easily be 
replaced with clunch, so that's a '3' as well. The 
plinth has lots of wear marks and adds 
massively to the character so there is no reason 
to grade this as anything other than '3' either. 
The one area that is a '1' is the quoins above 
the top weathering stone and the reason that 
they are '1' is that this is the point of ingress of 
water into the buttress. If this is left unresolved 
the buttress will absorb water and then, in the 
not too distant future, the whole buttress will 
collapse from the inside out and end up as a 
pile of rubble on the floor, Tudor bricks and all. 
In short, fix one specific part to save the whole 
item and have a plan for looking after it over the 
next 40 years, which includes money to pay for 
the work.            
 

Since the summer has arrived we plan to hold 
another open day at St Bartholomew's which 
will be on 11th July between 11am and 3pm, all 
are welcome to come and have a look round the 
Chancel and it's memorials and look at the final 
submission plans for the building work on the 
church.

There was space on our entry 
tickets to write down any questions we wished to raise and these were handed in when 
we arrived. The 'warm up' man, who was the political adviser to the BBC, was very 
entertaining and he said he had to do a few sound checks. We had to practise our 
applause, from a polite ripple to something more vigorous, and then the panel for the 
evening was introduced. Jonathan Dimbleby was chairman, and the panel comprised 
Shami Chakrabarti ï Director of the human rights group Liberty, Eric Pickles MP ï 
Secretary of State for Communities and Local Government, Hilary Benn MP ï Shadow 
Secretary of State for Environment, and George Pascoe-Watson ï ex Political Editor of 
The Sun.  
 
Before the programme went on air, Jonathan Dimbleby asked panel members to take 
care when pouring out a glass of water because if it was too near their microphones it 
might sound like something else! He then called out the names of the 'lucky' people 
whose questions had been selected, and they had to make their way to the front row. I 
guess it took a few people by surprise as they probably had not expected to be called ï 
the man in front of me exclaimed "Oh, God" before getting up and making his way to the 
front. 
 
Someone in the audience then had to ask a 'test question' which related to the banning in 
some areas of Maypole Dancing for 'health and safety reasons'. One member of the 
panel rather unkindly said that the parents might object to their children dancing round 
the maypole in case they enjoyed it and grew up to be Morris Dancers! 
 
At two minutes past eight, following the short news bulletin, we were on air! The 
questions asked by Buntingford residents were varied and topical, beginning with the BP 
oil spill. The panel were then asked who they would choose for the new Labour leader. 
Diane Abbott's name came up a couple of times, as did the Millibands. When there was 
sporadic clapping from the audience, Shami quipped: "Is there a Milliband in the house?" 
One lady was concerned about urban foxes, as the recent fox attack on two little twin girls 
was on everyone's mind, and the question of fortnightly refuse collections was raised. I 
did not know that weekly collections were instigated by Disraeli. The final question was 
presumably inspired by the amount of housing development we are facing here in 
Buntingford. 
 
All too soon it seemed, the programme was over. I must confess this is the first time I 
have listened to 'Any Questions' but I thoroughly enjoyed it. Well done to Edwinstree 
School for organising it!

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What is Home -Start?  
Home-Start is a voluntary organisation that offers informal, confidential support to parents 
so that every child can have a good start in life. We prepare volunteers to visit families with 
at least one child under 5, in their own home. Volunteers offer regular support, friendship 
and practical help and emphasise the pleasures of bringing up children. They provide a 
breathing space for parents who feel overwhelmed by the stresses of everyday life and 
work alongside statutory service providers to improve outcomes for children. 
 

Why do young families need Home -Start ?  

A parent may be struggling to respond to the normal daily demands of young children. 
They may have practical difficulties or be feeling lonely, isolated, ill or depressed. Home-
Start supports parents as they grow in confidence, strengthen their relationships with their 
children and widen their links with the local community. 
 

Home-Start volunteers have: 
¶ been alongside mothers with postnatal depression ï helping them to cope with the 

shock and fear such a situation creates 
¶ provided an extra pair of hands for parents with three or more children under school 

age 
¶ helped practically with hospital and other appointments for parents a long way from 

services 
¶ been 'Mum' to single parents in need of someone to care about them as well as their 

children 
¶ listened to parents with relationship problems and befriended them through the difficult 

stage of being on their own 
¶ helped families from minority ethnic groups to meet new friends and feel less isolated 
¶ provided support and a break for the parents of special-needs children. 
 

What is the Home -Start Approach?  
Home visiting, where each family's individuality and privacy can be respected, is the 
unique service we offer. Volunteers and families meet usually weekly for 2-3 hours, 
sometimes on the same day, or visits are arranged around a  volunteer's work or the 
family's needs. Each volunteer is matched with one, or sometimes two families, and visits 
for as long as necessary. They are required to keep brief records of visits for discussion 
with their co-ordinator. 
 

Who are the Volunteers?  

Our committed and caring volunteers are people of all ages who have parenting 
experience themselves. They are friendly, non-judgmental, reliable and good listeners. 
Parents who have been visited sometimes become volunteers themselves. 
 

All Home-Start volunteers attend a 10-week preparation course, which allows the 
coordinators to get to know them really well before matching them with a family. The 
course covers both practical and theoretical aspects including: 
¶ the Home-Start ethos ï confidentiality, boundaries, values and attitudes 

¶ the ethics of visiting people in their own homes 
¶ an understanding of relationships

Volunteers work to Home-Start's Policy and Code of Conduct for Safeguarding and 
Promoting the Welfare of Children and receive ongoing supervision, support and training 
from their Home-Start co-ordinator. They also support each other in-group meetings and 
can attend Home-Start social events. Some volunteers join the Board of Trustees, 
fundraise with Friends of Home-Start or become drivers. They are paid expenses. 
 

Family Groups, Trips and Activities  

Family Groups are held in Hertford, Mondays 10am to 12 noon during term time for 
referred families and Bishop's Stortford, Tuesdays 1-3pm. The play leader, volunteers and 
Home-Start co-ordinator provide the children with a range of activities and support the 
parents. Home-Start occasionally organises outings as well as holding picnics and visits 
locally during the summer holidays. Talks on relevant topics are arranged for Family 
Group which other Home-Start families are welcome to attend. 
 

Who refers families?  
Families accepting the offer of a Home-Start volunteer are usually referred by Health 
Visitors or Social Workers. Referrals also come from midwives, paediatricians, child and 
family therapists, from other health care workers or other voluntary organisations. Some 
families ask Home-Start for a volunteer themselves.
