David Mitchell of Vicarage Road, Buntingford was born in 
Wilesden on 11th April 1947. He joined the Boys Brigade at 
Wilesden Green Baptist Church at the age of 11 and stayed 
with the group until he was 16, joining their large band and 
becoming lead side drummer. 
 

Joining St John Ambulance Kingsbury Division in 1966, David 
received a very high standard of training from Tony Sayer, his 
divisional officer, and Tony's wife Sylvia. The division covered 
many local duties, which included school fetes and football 
matches, and David was often on duty at one of the London 
theatres; the Royal Albert Hall or Covent Garden Opera 
House with his friend and colleague, Graham McIntyre. Along 
with Graham and another member of the division Frank 
Pomroy, they also helped with the 10-18 year old cadets. 
 

In 1970 David married Gillian and in 1978, together with their two daughters Sarah and 
Nina, they moved to Hertfordshire and David ran the Potters Bar cadet division for five 
years. Later David joined a team of three as County Staff Officer Youth for Hertfordshire, 
which entailed overseeing five cadet divisions and teaching first aid. He now works for St 
John Ambulance as a Commercial trainer. 
 

On the 18th July last year while out for the day at Houghton Mill, Huntingdon, with Gill and 
some friends, David became a hero. 
 

After hearing a loud bang David rushed to the riverbank only to discover a car semi-
submerged in the river. He opened the passenger door of the car and discovered an 
unconscious elderly male driver. David called out to the casualty but there was no 
response and as the water was still rising and a possibility that the car could flip over at 
any time, he knew he had to get the man out quickly. Wasting no time, he crawled into 
the car to and found the 80-year-old man was breathing and David used his expert 
training to check for further responses; he then tried lifting the man under the armpits and 
pulling him out but he could not manage it on his own. David called out for assistance and 
another bystander crawled into the back of the car to help drag the casualty out, while 
other people on the riverbank supported his head as he was pulled from the vehicle. 
Other members of the public had been holding onto the car doors to prevent the vehicle 
from rolling over.

Once out of the car, the man regained consciousness on the riverbank and David carried 
out a secondary survey of the casualty and apart from a nosebleed and a cut lip, 
incredibly he only found cuts and grazes on the man's hand. David treated the man for 
shock and cleaned the blood from around his face while waiting for the emergency 
services to arrive. Although David had been repeatedly told during training, not to put his 
life in danger, there was no way he was going to leave a man in a car to drown. 
 

On April 16th 2010, David Mitchell was presented with a Life Saving Medal of the Order of 
St John. The Life Saving Medal was set up by the order, of which St John Ambulance is 
part of, in 1874, at a time when there were no national awards for civilians who saved 
lives.

With unemployment still high and people on benefits under pressure to take more active 
steps to find work, the CAB is warning people to take care with training courses promising 
marketable qualifications or even a job on completion. 
 

New figures show that Citizens Advice Bureaux nationwide saw problems with training 
courses shoot up by 49% in 2009 compared with 2008. In the last three months of the year 
they leapt by two-thirds (66%) compared with the same period in the previous year.  
 

The CAB says some courses fail to deliver the goods, leaving prospective students 
seriously out of pocket. Advertising often targets people who are out of work or trying to 
improve their job prospects. Some people take out a costly career development loan to 
finance a course with the promise of a permanent job at the end of it, only to find that the 
course is of dubious quality and the company is then wound up, leaving them still out of 
work and in debt. Problems have been reported with a wide range of training courses, 
including plumbing, IT, and for home energy assessors. 
 

CA B top  t ips  on t ra in ing  cou rses:  
 

¶ Regardless of where you see an advert you need to check it out for 
yourself. Remember, official agencies can't vouch for courses you see advertised 
on their premises. 

 

¶ Check the course is suitable  and the company offering it is bona fide before 
spending any money. Ask to see sample course materials, request references from 
satisfied students, and if a qualification is the selling point, check the course is 
accredited with the relevant body. 

 

¶ Find out as much as you can about the course provider  and get basic 
information like their address and landline phone number – check these are 
genuine before you go any further. 

 

¶ Donôt sign up on the spur of the moment. Read any contract carefully and 
insist on time to think about it before signing anything or handing over money. 

 

¶ Check written details of the cost of the course and your cancellation rights. 
 

¶ If in doubt, get advice quickly as any cancellation rights will have a time limit.

The Buntingford Heritage Centre started life as a working party in January 1998. After 
several meetings to iron things out, the first exhibition was on Carnival Day, 20th June 
1998. The continual openings started in September of that year, opening the first and 
third Sundays in the month. The exhibitions were changed every three months. This three
-month cycle lasted five years. We then went to four-month cycles. This lasted another 
three and a half years. Taking into account public opinion we then opted for a permanent 
display consisting of seven different exhibitions depicting aspects of Buntingford's past. 
This format has been running for just over three years. We were given a grant by the 
Lottery Fund, which enabled us to commission a full wall display showing a short history 
of the town. 
 

In that time we have put on 57 different exhibitions. We have opened the centre for 
special interest groups, published leaflets, held talks and fund raising events and have 
opened to the public nearly 300 times until the openings were handed over to the Town 
Clerk's office in 2008. The opening times were then changed from Sunday openings to 
being open Monday to Thursday. 
 

The initial committee of nine people has changed over the years with only three of the 
original members from day one continually still active. They happen to be the three 
executive members, chairman Ashley Cantor, secretary Jenny Dingley and treasurer 
Marilyn Cantor. Unfortunately recruiting new members has not been easy, in fact virtually 
impossible. We are currently down to six members with only three regular members 
turning up for meetings. 
 

After a lot of heartache we have decided to downsize the centre to a small display in one 
room of the Manor House. This display will be altered occasionally and the room will be 
open subject to the Town Clerk being available. The other rooms will be handed back to 
the Town Council. 
 

On Carnival Day the Centre will be open in a slightly different format but still in the Manor 
House. Goods will be on sale at a reduced price and they will also be available from the 
Carnival Control stall in the High Street. Come along to the Centre on Carnival Day just to 
see what you may have missed. 
 

The artefacts that we have accrued will be stored by the Town Council along with other 
goods that the council preserves as custodians of the town’s heritage. These items will all 
be logged and if any member of the public would like to see them you just need to speak 
to the Town Clerk. 
 

We hope that, in the future, with more people coming to live in Buntingford, another group 
of enthusiasts will re-open the Heritage Centre again.

So we have been trying to find actual images of the people mentioned on the 
memorials in the chancel since we started this project, and it's proved really rather 
difficult, especially if you want it to be an image of somebody right from the beginning. 
Unsurprisingly really, what with cameras being a recent invention and back in 1600 oil 
paintings being a stupidly expensive thing. Anyway, not being easily disheartened, we 
start with the John Crowch memorial, but there is no sign of any images of John or his 
wife Joan but we have high hopes of his five daughters and five sons.  
 
Their daughter Joan married Ralph Freman and if you visit St Mary's in Aspenden you 
can see a wall memorial to him and his brother, who were both well-to-do businessmen 
in their day, but they are not from St Bartholomew's so they don't really count.  
 
Another daughter, Margaret Crowch, married Henry 
Montagu. Children from his first marriage fought in the 
civil wars and were active in Parliament – as such lots of 
pictures of Henry but none of Margaret. Henry is 
mentioned on the memorial but it's not quite the target we 
are after. 
 
Not to be outdone, his brother Edward Montagu married 
Margaret’s sister, Ann Crowch. We keep finding this over 
the generations – brothers marrying sisters; it's almost 
like one couple meet and over Sunday lunch the other 
brothers and sisters meet and pair up as well. 
Regardless, there are lots of pictures of the men and 
none of the women.  
 
So we move on. Another one of the sisters is Jane 
Crowch who marries Edward Barkham in St 
Bartholomew's in 1589 and then they proceed to have lots 
of children. Busy as Edward was he managed to be Lord 
Mayor of London in 1622 but finding an image seems to 
be the best part of impossible. Anyway we track down his will and a rip-roaring 
document it is too (it's on the website in full). He clearly made a bob or two and all the 
usual suspects get their share. 
 
At the start of his will he asks to be laid to rest in St George's, at South Acre in Norfolk, 
in the part of the church that he paid for, and he'd like a it to be 'without any name 
pomp or great solemnity'.  
 
So as Norfolk is not that far away and the will is interesting, one afternoon we type the 
postcode into the sat nav and off we go.  
 
Well 'without any name pomp or great solemnity' is not how I'd describe the memorial in 
South Acre for Edward! It's an alabaster epic of biblical proportions. It has got two       
of their sons kneeling in prayer on the front along with their three sisters and Edward is 

Edward Montagu 1563 – 1642 
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lying right across the top of the memorial and next to him is his wife, Jane. Bingo! We 
have found a picture, or rather an image, of a person on a memorial in St Bartholomew's 
– and a woman at that! A spot of luck really, so we start looking at the rest of the 
Barkham family – never know what else you might find.  
 
In all they had eleven children – their first 
child was a girl, Elizabeth, born in 1593, 
and she married a John Garrad. Then 
followed the first son, unsurprisingly called 
Edward, and soon, after in 1596, followed 
Susan.  
 
Now Susan married Robert Walpole in 
1614 and in 1621 they had a son named 
Edward. They still lived in Norfolk, in a 
place called Houghton, about ten miles 
from where Jane and Edward Barkham 
lived. Edward Walpole then married Susan 
Crane and before long Horatio and Robert 
were born.  
 
Edward and Susan's son, Robert Walpole, married a lady called Mary Burwell and before 
you could blink they had nineteen children – amazing really, Mary spent almost all her 
married life pregnant. Child number five was a boy called Robert Walpole and he should 
ring a bell. He was born in August 1676 and by the time he reached 44 he had become 
the Chancellor of the Exchequer and subsequently the first Prime Minister of Britain. 
 
Now Robert Walpole senior had a sister three years his elder and she married a gent 
called Charles Turner and they had two children, Mary and John. Mary married well to a 
chap called Maurice Suckling and in 1725/26 they had two children – Catherine and 
Maurice. In May 1749 Catherine married Edmund Nelson in, of all places, Bath in 
Somerset, and they went on to have ten children between 1750 and 1767. Can you see 
this coming? Child number six was born on 29th Sept 1758 and died on 21st October 1805 
at Cape Trafalgar, just off Spain and yes, you're right – he was called Horatio Nelson, 
that's Admiral Lord Nelson to you and me, the chap at the top of the column in London! 
 
So the long and short of this story is that while it's proving near impossible to find images 
of people in St Bartholomew's, their descendants make up for it. Just think the Great 
Great Grandson of Jane Crowch, pictured on this page, was Robert Walpole, the first 
Prime Minister of England and her Great Great Great Great Great Grandson was Admiral 
Horatio Nelson. 
 
We might only have found one face so far from St Bartholomew's but who would have 
thought that such famous sons of the country should be connected with that little church 
nestling in a corner of Hertfordshire.

The Buntingford Safer Neighbourhood Team has just taken charge 
of a new piece of equipment, which assists us in speed enforcement. 
It is called a Speed Indicator Device (SID). It has been funded by 
Hertfordshire Highways and will mostly be manned by PCSOs. It is 
portable and lets motorists know what speed they are travelling at. If 
it is within the speed limit, they will get a smiley face, over the speed 
limit and they will get a sad face. 
 

The equipment has already been used along the B1368 and it is a 
weekly task that we continue to use it whenever possible and 
weather permitting. 
 

DC Tony Morris, over a 3-hour period, gave out 10 tickets to 
speeding motorists on the B1368. Sadly, a good percentage of those 
people lived locally.

There are a number of topics to touch on in this piece. First to report on is the highly 
successful Civic Society AGM, which was very well attended and had a stimulating 
keynote talk by Freman College head teacher, Helen Loughran. In addition to members 
we also welcomed Cllr. Jane Pitman, Cllr. Stan Bull, Cllr. John Warren and Cllr. Eunice 
Woods. From the floor the Civic Society received numerous appreciative comments on 
our contribution to Buntingford and surrounding villages. 
 

At the AGM we were able to confirm our founder member status of the new national body 
'Civic Voice' and shortly we will communicate with members the additional benefits of 
membership such as a complimentary National Trust ticket. The Buntingford Journal 
revenue relieved members of an increase in their current subscription but that is unlikely 
to continue beyond 2010/11.

Once again, the Buntingford Memorial Charity has certain funds available to it for 
distribution to suitable bodies and organisations within the town of Buntingford. It is a 
term of the Charity that 'the Trustees shall apply the income of the Charity in, or towards, 
such charitable purposes for the general benefit of the inhabitants of Buntingford as the 
Trustees, from time to time, think fit.'

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 BUNTINGFORD PEOPLE REMEMBERED FROM THE 1940S AND 1950S 
Part 5

The next shop along the High Street was the double-fronted hardware shop run by Dick 
Borseberry, helped by his son Tom. It was a quite extraordinary business that sold 
anything and everything even remotely related to hardware, from dustbins to nails, 
screws, and workshop tools, to garden tools. Not only that but Dick knew exactly what he 
had in stock and exactly where to find it. As he knew everyone in Buntingford often he 
would say I don't know how much it is, but I will bill you. This bill often took months to 
arrive, and sometimes it was necessary to remind him that he had forgotten to bill you. 
Like so many others families in the war Dick lost his elder son when his Wellington 
bomber was lost without trace. He is commemorated on the Air forces Memorial at 
Runnymede. 
 
Beyond Borseberry's was the house occupied by Miss Anthony and Miss Baker. The 
former was a teacher at Layston School, and Miss Baker had also, I believe, been a 
teacher, but not in my time. Miss Baker taught the piano, indeed attempting for several 
years to teach it to me, but without a great deal of success. However, after sixty years I 
can still read music, so that I suppose she must have been more successful than I 
realised.

Next to the 'Alley' that led down from the High Street to Wyddial Road was Simmons 
grocery shop. Opened soon after the war, I believe, it became quite a thriving business. I 
went to school with the eldest son. 
 
In a tall narrow house opposite the turning to Norfolk Road lived Fred Boniwell and his 
sister Maud. Fred, his real name was Forman, was a confirmed bachelor who worked on 
the clerical side of the Railways. Like Fred, his sister never married. He had lived briefly  
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in Norfolk Road as a child, until the family moved to Wyddial where his father was a 
schoolteacher. I do not remember Fred until early in the 1950s, by which time he had 
retired. He had the ability to consume large quantities of beer, but admitted that he had 
never managed to drink a pint in all the pubs in Buntingford in one session. I believe he 
said there were sixteen. Unlike many of today's youngsters he was always the perfect 
gentleman, especially to members of the opposite sex, however much he had had to 
drink. He always walked home and, perhaps sometimes with difficulty, managed to insert 
his key in the door lock, a fact about which he was very proud. The only real indication to 
the casual observer of how much he had drunk was the fact that he increasingly lent 
backwards as he walked home. He suffered neither headache nor hangover, and was his 
usual bright self the next morning. After the death of his sister, Maudie as he used to refer 
to her, he lived alone. His local, at least later in life, was 'The Chequers', where his 
portrait hung for many years. This, I believe, was painted by a local artist who also 
enjoyed a beer in 'The Chequers' and the company of Colin Geaves the landlord. Fred 
was a very enthusiastic and talented bowler and was an early, if not founder, member of 
Buntingford Bowls Club of which he was secretary for many years, I think. Indeed, the 
Bowls Club was one of the centres of the community at this time, a few of the other 
members being Mervyn Corp, Tom Buckle, Mr Burgess, Jim Totman, Horace and Bob 
Piggott, Ted Devonshire, The Owen-Smiths, and Dick Borseberry. The other 'centre' in 
Buntingford at this time was the Buntingford Social Club, or at this time the British Legion 
Club, of which Fred was a staunch supporter. Indeed he was a Club Official in 1957 when 
it became the Social Club. Later in life Fred was unable to manage pints of beer, and 
much to his embarrassment had to resort to half-pints. Despite today's predictions that an 
excess of alcohol leads to an early death Fred, who claimed to have sunk the Queen 
Mary and to have started on the Queen Elizabeth, died in 1978 aged 93 years. Fred was 
a stickler for procedure, particularly with regard to the running of the Bowls Club, and no 
doubt the Social Club. This extended even to the game of bowls. However he was always 
diplomatic and gentlemanly in encouraging everyone to abide by the rules. Indeed, he 
might well be considered one of Buntingford's gentlemen, albeit perhaps an eccentric 
one. 
 
My last port of call was a bungalow, up a lane behind Park Side, where Mr Brett lived on 
a little fruit farm. I recall him well cycling into Buntingford and, at the appropriate time of 
year, visiting him to purchase, and sometimes to pick, his apples, plums, and in particular 
damsons. He was extremely deaf and, when he first got a hearing aid, said he had no 
idea how much noise birds made, in particular his chickens. He also said that he had no 
idea how much nonsense people talked, for until then conversation had been so difficult 
for him that nobody attempted small talk, just the communication of essential information. 
 
Finally, whilst not a resident of Buntingford, I must mention Ted Moule the baker from 
Hare Street. He delivered bread in his small Ford van twice a week, whatever the 
weather, all over Buntingford. I believe he was late on one occasion when he had a 
puncture. He baked some of the finest bread I have come across, especially his small 
Hovis loaves. He lived a hard life, for he would have to get up at three or four in the 
morning to bake the bread, and then spend much of the day delivering it, six days a 
week.

Proceeds for the mini -bus  
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It's now time to liven up your pots and borders with summer bedding plants. There is a lot 
to keep on top of this month but all your hard work earlier in the spring should now start to 
pay off. Don't forget to leave time to sit down and enjoy your handiwork, perhaps with a 
glass of your favourite tipple! 
 

General  

¶ Keep on top of the weeding. If you do it weekly it won't take long. 

¶ Get into a deadheading and watering routine for all summer flowering plants. 

¶ Use whatever method suits you to control slugs and snails. They do love newly 
planted bedding plants and vegetables. 

 

Vegetables 

¶ Harvest salad crops and continue sowing seeds. 

¶ Greenhouse grown tender vegetables can now be transferred outside. 

¶ Plant Brussels sprouts and winter cabbage.   
 

Trees and Shrubs 

¶ Keep a 4-foot (1.25 metre) diameter space clear of grass round newly planted trees 
so they do not have to fight for nutrients to help them establish. 

¶ Remove dead flower heads from lilac. 

¶ Pull away (don't cut) suckers from roses. Cut and they will come back. 
 

Lawns 

¶ Keep watering new lawns. 

¶ Mow lawns regularly but raise blades in very dry weather. 
 

Flowers & Patio Pots 

¶ Plant out bedding plants and fast growing annuals. 

¶ Water pots and hanging baskets daily; twice daily in very hot weather. 

¶ Start lifting spring bulbs as foliage turns yellow. Dry off in a well-ventilated shed. 
When dry remove dead leaves, skin and roots and store in trays.  

 

Ponds 

¶ Top up ponds when water level drops due to evaporation. 

¶ Keep removing blanket weed weekly or it will take over your pond. 

¶ Float 'pads' of barley straw to clear your pond water of green algae. This does work 
and it's far safer than using chemicals. 

 

Top Tips 

¶ The following composts gave the best results according to recent 'Gardening 
Which?' tests:  for growing on young plants it's B&Q Multi Purpose Compost.   

¶ For tubs & baskets its Vital Earth or New Horizon Multi Purpose peat free composts. 

¶ Protect developing fruit with nets before fruit starts to ripen.
