You may not know that a son of the manse in Buntingford, writing as 'Jack 
Reynolds', published a famous or infamous novel in 1956 (just before 'Suzy Wong') called 
"A Woman of Bangkok." And I am trying to write Jack's biography! 
 

He was born Emrys Reynolds Jones in 1911; his father being 
Joseph Reynolds Jones, minister of the Congregational church 
from 1911 to 1922 who's picture is shown here.  
  
Jack's father wanted him to follow in his footsteps but he 
rebelled and worked as a gardener (I believe at Wrotham 
Park); rode speedway and wrote and published poems. An 
extraordinary man. 
  
'Jack' then served with the Friends Ambulance Unit in China 
just after the war and continued a fine humanitarian career with 
Unicef in Bangkok, marrying a Thai and raising seven children 
and never again settling in England. 
 

I have much about his later life but nothing about his childhood. He was forty when his 
first child was born and being raised in Thailand they know nothing of their father's 
upbringing. 
  
I therefore need to contact anyone who can help me with local knowledge of the church 
or the school he would have attended. There must be church and school records 
somewhere and even school or other photos in which Emrys Jones would appear. There 
are no known pictures of him as a child. 
 

He was a wonderful writer and much of his fiction was autobiographical. There are 
delightful passages about playing with his sister, Gwen, in the garden of the manse, of 
arriving in 'Bantingham' by train and of walking through town; of his father's life at home 
and dealing with his deacons.  
 

As I do not know the area, I am at a loss for my next move and do not have the time or 
the funding to visit and knock on doors. I have trawled the internet to the best of my ability 
and have got as far as I can. I feel that there is somebody with a close knowledge of local 
history who could give me many of the answers.  
 

I do hope you can help in some way or point me in the right direction.

We are appealing for witnesses as a visiting member of our family had their car 'moved' 
from being legally parked in a bay in Buntingford High Street, just outside Doel’s butchers 
on Saturday night/Sun morning. 
 

It looks like the car was bounced out of its bay into the road. We are not sure whether 
another motorist may have been hemmed in and bumped it into the road leaving it there 
to cause an obstruction, or whether some individuals decided to have a bit of fun. 
Regardless, the damage to the bumper seems to suggest that it was bounced. The police 
found it in the road and issued us with a parking ticket for causing an obstruction, despite 
the fact that we had witnessed the car being legally parked earlier on in the evening. We 
also had to pay £150 to recover the vehicle, a graphite grey Toyota Aygo registration 
GF06 NZC. We are appealing for witnesses. The police parking ticket was issued at 
2:30am Sunday morning.

A new edition of the Buntingford area footpath leaflet 'Discover the Countryside Around 
Buntingford' is now available and includes details of additional routes that generous 
landowners allow walkers to use. 
 
Earlier this year, the landowners of Stonebury Farm (Ralph Scott) and Alswick Hall 
(Michael Johnson) agreed to the creation of several new permissive footpaths to the east 
and southeast of Buntingford. This has resulted in useful additions to the good network of 
public paths that exists to the north, east and west of the Town. Four previously 
unconnected rights of way are now linked in the area between Buntingford, the Hormeads 
and Dassels (near Braughing).  Walkers here will enjoy extensive and delightful views 
over the Quin valley and may be lucky enough to see a buzzard or herd of fallow deer. 

 
Following meetings with Parish 
Paths Partnership (P3) contacts 
in Buntingford, Braughing and 
Hormead, the Countryside 
Managem ent Serv ice of 
Hertfordshire County Council 
arranged the creation of these 
routes with the landowners. The 
majority of the work on the 
footpaths took place in April. 
Twenty-five volunteers from the 
Countryside Managem ent 
Ser v i ce and  the l ocal 
Buntingford P3 group installed a 
flight of steps, three bridges and 
22 waymark posts to make the 
new routes serviceable.  

 
These new footpaths are shown on the new 2010 edition of the 
Buntingford Area Footpath Map, which forms one side of the 
leaflet 'Discover the Countryside around Buntingford' (originally 
produced in 2006). This can be obtained free of charge from the 
Buntingford Library and from Manor House. 
 
The leaflet was prepared by volunteer members of the 
Buntingford Parish Paths Partnership and was supported 
financially by Buntingford Civic Society. Hertfordshire County 
Council provided a grant for printing through the Parish Paths

It 
would be easy to imagine the real 
vintage cars of yesteryear trundling 
along Buntingford's original cobbled 
streets, surrounded by its old Tudor 
scene. 
 

Known to locals as the Classic Car Show the event is a firm favourite regularly attracting 
over 2,000 visitors to the town. Now in its tenth year the event continues to grow in 
popularity attracting visitors from all over the region as well as some overseas visitors 
and exhibitors. 
 

At the time of writing the organisers are hoping to arrange a real piece of 1950's 
nostalgia. Some of the older residents may remember that during the 50's the village of 
Buckland, just north of Buntingford, was home to a small factory that produced the AC 
Buckland Tourer. This was a prestige vehicle and only about 200 were produced so as 
you can imagine not many remain. We are hoping to get one or two of these very rare 
vehicles 'back home' for the day. 
 

Apart from the vehicles there will be plenty more going on in the town. Several barbeques 
and a hog roast will be on offer as well as a number of fabulous live musicians to 
entertain you on every street corner. All of the shops will be open as usual although 
access to them by car will obviously be restricted.

So whatever you may have had planned for Saturday 4th make sure that a visit to the 
High Street is included. Tell your friends and relatives – the more the merrier. Come 
along and support the event and help make this year the best Classic Event ever.  
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There are so many good things about Buntingford and surrounding villages that it makes 
one's blood boil at the insensitivity of EHC in preserving and supporting the amenities and 
quality of life in this community. 
  
A couple of recent examples: There are amendments to two plots on the Barratt 
development but our Town Council was not informed as 'amendments to approved 
applications are only sent to Ward Members'. What is it, a lack of concern, discourtesy or 
simply ignorance and poor management? 
  
The LDF (Local Development Framework) document is open for consultation 
looking towards 2031. In its tone the Buntingford chapter reads quite well but when we 
consider the difference between words and actions, as demonstrated by the EHC 
response to the Barratt development, we must wonder about the actual performance. 
  
Elsewhere in the Journal there is a report on the negative impact of the Barratt 
development on Fairfield residents. Your Civic Society was allowed only three minutes at 
the planning meeting to express amongst other things that ' affordable housing' should be 
integrated and that the increase in density was too much and that the developer had 
failed to consult Buntingford Town Council and the wider population. 
 
One would have expected EHC to back a reasonable case by Buntingford Town Council, 
the Civic Society and others but no, EHC took the opposite view and backed the 
developer. Is there any surprise that a big row is now brewing? 
  
The 'Mercury' has given good coverage to the future governance structure of EHC. There 
are two options; one is the continuation of the cabinet system, the other a mayoral 
appointment. 
  
The Executive Committee of Buntingford Civic Society support sticking with the cabinet 
system and reject the mayoral appointment, which we consider will hand too much power 
to an individual. Everyone must make their own decision and we recommend that you 
go to www.ehc.gov.uk new executive arrangements survey and express your opinion in 
this low-key consultation. The closing date for feedback is 3rd September 2010. 
  
This piece opened by saying there are so many good things in our community – well, one 
is coming up on Saturday 4th September. It is, of course, the Buntingford Classic 
organised by the Chamber of Commerce and Town Centre Management teams. 
  
One more bit of good news the Youth Club will receive £200.00 as a result of the 
membership drive and Community Pride initiative. Come on Youth Club, recruit your mum 
and dad, relatives and friends – it's your Club that will benefit.

'Have a voice'  
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What has Water got to do with Energy?   What has Water got to do with Energy?

Also note that 30% of the average UK gas bill goes on heating water, so insulating your 
hot water tank and using less hot water will save you money.

Liberro (UK) Ltd started two years ago in Emma and Simon Christou's conservatory in 
Stevenage and has grown into a thriving business. The company was formed because 
Simon wanted to stop smoking and he had tried various different methods over the 
years including NRT, but nothing worked. Simon stumbled across electronic cigarettes 
on ebay of all places and he thought that it sounded ideal and bought one. After 
experiencing one himself, he was excited that it was so lifelike and felt just like the real 
thing and thought it had got to go places! E-cigarettes have been around for nearly four 
years and in that time have provided an alternative to normal cigarettes for thousands 
of tobacco smokers. They include no tar, no ash, no smoke (vapour is odourless) and 
no social exclusion. So, Simon bought a couple of starter kits to begin with and started 
trading himself. After only three months, he asked Emma if she would resign from her 
job and help him with this new company, as it had proven to be so popular. They now 
have an industrial unit in Buntingford and employ local staff.  
 
Emma and Simon, who have been married for 18 years, have two children who attend 
schools in Buntingford and the family now live here. The main reason for the move in 
the first place was that their eldest child who attended Edwinstree was unfortunately 
involved in two school bus accidents (luckily no-one was seriously hurt). As parents, 
they were obviously concerned with this and decided to move nearer to the 
school. Their first job was to find a nursery for their youngest and then to find a unit to 
run the business from. Luckily, the nursery and unit were found within weeks of each 
other and then it was just a case to secure a property in Buntingford, which was done 
almost straight afterwards. They commuted from Stevenage to Buntingford for the 
school run and work for the next few months until the house came through. They 
moved into their new residence July last year and have loved living here since. Both 
Emma and Simon found it a little strange at first to find that people were so 
friendly! They are not only from Stevenage but also St Albans, London and Kent 
(Emma has also lived in Northern Ireland, Germany and Hong Kong) and they have 
never lived in a village/market town before. So far they can safely say that they are 
planning on settling here (although they will probably be moving around Buntingford to 
satisfy their itchy feet!).    
  
The company has expanded rapidly over the past two years and they are excited by all 
the challenges and new ideas that they come up with on a regular basis. One of these 
is a new line, which will be launched in the next two months.

ESA and permitted workESA and permitted work   
 

Q.  I have been on employment and support allowance for just over a year. I am 
feeling a little better and would like to try and gradually return to work. I have been 
told that I can work for a few hours and keep my ESA. However a friend has told 
me that because my ESA is based on my National Insurance contributions 
(because I worked for years), I will lose most of what I earn in reduced housing 
benefit and council tax benefit. With the extra cost of getting to work I am worried I 
could end up worse off working and would I really have been better off if I hadn't 

paid contributions?  

 

A.  A recent change in the regulations means that anyone on incapacity benefit (IB) or  
Employment and Support Allowance (ESA) doing what is called 'permitted work' will now 
be able to keep all the money they earn and all the money they get in benefits as long as 
they stick to the rules and limits on permitted work.  

 

The change irons out an injustice in the benefits regulations, which discriminated against 
people like yourself who had worked before becoming too ill or disabled to do so. Under 
the old rules, people on the means-tested sickness benefits could keep all their earnings 
from 'permitted work' and all their benefit income, while those on the contribution-based 
versions, but who had no more income or savings than those on the means tested 
versions of these benefits, were up to £60 a week worse off, simply because in the past 
they had worked and paid national insurance contributions.   

 

The idea of 'permitted work' is to gradually allow people on IB or ESA to get back into 
work mode. But there are strict rules about how long you can do this for, how many hours 
you can work, and how much you can earn. You can earn £20 per week on an ongoing 
basis. You can usually only earn more than this for a year but for that year you can earn 
up to £93 per week. You must work less than 16 hours per week. You need to inform 
DWP if you are doing permitted work, (and your local council if you get housing benefit 
and/or council tax benefit), and it may lead to a reassessment of your work capability. 

 

If, after a year, you start working more than 16 hours a week, you may be entitled to the 
disability element of working tax credit. There is a lot of help available to help you get 
back into work but it can be quite complex. Get free, confidential and independent advice 
from your nearest Citizens Advice Bureau – go to www.adviceguide.ork.uk or phone

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 Graham SmithGraham Smith   
1934 - 2010 

 
It was the end of an era when Graham Smith passed away on the 11th August. Most 
people in Buntingford will remember the well-known landmark of Smith's Garage (now  
the Co-op). 

 
Graham was born in 1934 in the house in 
Baldock Road where he lived all his life. His 
parents were Wilfrid Smith and Elsie Geaves 
and it was his father who started the 
coaching business, running it from his 
father's shop in the High Street. There were 
initially two coaches of 20/26 seats and they 
had regular excursions plus a regular Smiths 
Hitchin service, which started in 1921. In 
1944 they took over the garage premises 
previously owned by Arthur Wilson, which 
were quite small but had a big open yard, 
part of which was used by the Fire Brigade 
during the War. They moved in on VE Day 
and it was ten-year-old Graham's job to push 
a handcart down Baldock Road to bring 
things for the garage. 
 
Graham attended Miss Baker’s private school 
at the northern end of the High Street, 
opposite Mark Doel's butchers. When he was 
nine he became a boarder at the Bishop's 
Stortford College.   

 
When he left school he went to work at the garage but spent two days a week at Hatfield 
Technical College learning motor engineering, which took about four years. He then took 
on the running of the garage and dealing with car repairs; he started as an Austin dealer 
but then took on Fords. His parents ran the coaching side of the business and 'Smiths of 
Buntingford' became a familiar and much loved part of Buntingford life. There were 
weekly trips to Clacton and Walton. 
 
Graham's interests outside of the garage included shooting and he belonged to the 
Layston Masonic Lodge and also the Royston and Buntingford Young Farmers' Club, 
being Club Leader at one time. 
 
Graham met his wife Margaret at the petrol pumps of the garage when she asked for 
directions. She had arrived in Buntingford by train from London and was visiting              
D M Hodge in Buckland. Keith Hodge and Graham were in the Young Farmers' Club 
together and so Graham drove Margaret to Buckland in a taxi. They married in 1958 and 
had three children, Adrian, Deborah and Stewart. Adrian and Stewart both went into the 
business with their father.

Only two days before he had 
attended the funeral of his brother-in-law in the Tharston Church where he married 
Margaret. He enjoyed riding around the church in his electric wheelchair and meeting 
everyone. 
 
The family would like to thank the carers from the Health Centre and friends who came in 
daily to help Graham, which enabled him to be fully independent again and to enjoy the 
last few months of his life.

If I dig deep into my computer I find pieces of email I sent dated July 2007 enquiring 
about St Bartholomew's. It took until February 2008 to agree a sale,  subject to planning 
permission being granted, and since the planning decision was published by 
Hertfordshire Council at the end of July 2010, that makes three years, by my reckoning, 
to get from passing interest to approved planning application and sale, the end of the 
beginning. 
 
Some number of weeks ago we submitted our plans to Hertfordshire Council planning 
department and the clock started ticking. We were reasonably confident that all the 
consultative bodies would approve of what we are doing – we had spent a large part of 
the three years working and consulting with them to make sure that was the case. Oddly 
enough Buntingford council is the one consultative body who can only make a 
recommendation rather than outright reject the plans, but to Mandy and I this body is the 
one that actually counts. Once we are finished we want to live in a place that accepts us 
and supports what we have done. We have always found the people we talk to up at the 
church to be very supportive and encouraging, which has kept us going. We turn up for 
the Carnival – as we have done over the last three years, and check the council notice 
board. The planning meeting is advertised there and we see that the normal half hour 
meeting has been extended to a full hour, and there's only one item on the agenda, and 
that's us!  Gulp ... still – we've come a long way – can't stop now.  
 
So the day of the Buntingford Planning meeting arrives and we enter the council chamber 
for the second time. Various people arrive, all of whom we know are supportive of our 
application, including some Friends of Layston, which is most reassuring, and eventually 
there is a grand total of nine members of the public, but surprisingly, no members of the 
press. The meeting starts and the minutes from the previous meeting are signed off then 
we are straight into the main performance, one Councillor expresses an interest and 
leaves the room. The chairman confirms that they had received no objections to the plans 
we have submitted but they had received three emailed letters of support. He then asks if 
any member of the public present has any objections they wish to air and deathly silence 
falls upon the meeting. Another Councillor then stands up to speak and proposes a 
motion to approve the plans; this was duly seconded, put to the vote and carried 
unanimously. A gent from the Civic Society asked to speak, and complemented us on our 
archaeological research and encouraged us to continue. The question "Any other 
business?" was asked and when there was no reply the meeting was closed – all in under 
eight minutes!! 
 
For us this marks a clear stage in the whole process, the end of the beginning. Ahead of 
us are certainly a number of years work to restore St Bartholomew's to its former beauty 
and I know this will involve many different skilled craftsman and professionals as they 
uncover it’s history and help us provide a new and sustainable future for the building.   
 
In the meantime we plan to run another open day for anybody who's not yet had a chance 
to see either the plans or the inside of the Chancel, or anyone who just wants to do a 
repeat visit!  This will be on Sunday 26th September between 11am and 3pm. 
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One odd thing that happened recently as a result of the website we have been running 
was a random piece of email from an antiques dealer in South London. He had come 
across an unsigned watercolour of 'Laiston Church' dated July 24th 1863.

It came with another pencil drawing of Eastwick Church dated 1853 that was signed by 
'Rantwell' or possibly ‘Kantwell'... If anybody recognises the picture, the name, or has any 
further knowledge about the artist, then we would love to hear about it from them. 
 
What comes next? The next tangible thing that will happen is the church will be cloaked 
in scaffold and a security fence placed around it. This will not be pretty I'm afraid, but the 
site is a target for after-dark visitors and vandals still, and for us to complete the 
restoration assessment we need to be able to clamber over the outside of the building, 
which means we have to secure the site to prevent accidents – the 'Health & Safety' 
officers would have a fit otherwise! We also need to produce a historic building survey, a 
nature survey and some confirmation of the structural state of the building in order to 
satisfy the planning conditions before the real work can start. In the course of all this we 
expect to uncover yet more history, having said that, Nelson is going to be hard to top, 
but watch this space for updates.  
 
Up to now our open days have been in the chancel, during the restoration process we 
hope to be able to continue with open days in other areas as the work progresses, 
allowing people to see what’s happening and keep you all informed as we uncover more 
of what looks likely to be the interesting past of the church at Layston.

Dry Patch can occur in lawns after prolonged dry periods, similar to those predicted for 
this summer. When Dry Patch occurs, the soil in the lawn becomes coated in a waxy 
substance causing it to become water repellent. Once this occurs and the soil becomes 
hydrophobic, it is very difficult to re-hydrate even after substantial rainfall. It is far better to 
prevent Dry Patch than treat it. A wetting agent can be applied which will aid water 
penetration into the soil profile, reducing surface run off in high spots and prevent 
puddling in low spots. It also reduces the amount of irrigation or watering needed to 
maintain the health of the lawn during dry periods. 
 

Cutting your grass to the correct length is vital, the grass plant is designed to have a long 

leaf (1.5 ς 2 inches) and a longer leaf is a healthier leaf. Leaving the leaves longer means 
more energy is taken in from sunlight meaning stronger grass and roots battling against 
the drought.  
 

The previous wet and current warm weather is creating perfect conditions for the fungal 
disease Red Thread to infect lawns. The disease is especially severe on slow-growing 
turf. The first noticeable symptoms are reddish patches of grass. When infected leaf 
blades, they are often interspersed with healthy unaffected leaf blades giving the grass a 
ragged appearance. In severe cases, most leaf blades may be killed and diseased grass 
looks scorched or yellowed in irregularly shaped or circular patches from 5 to 50 cm in 
diameter. The patches may be widely scattered or, if close together, may coalesce into 
larger spots, any signs of Red Thread should be sprayed with the relevant fungicide to 
prevent further spreading.

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The Club has seen its usual busy year with some creditable performances in both Herts

Recent mild autumns have lengthened the gardening season, so keep the summer 
garden going for as long as possible. Hopefully those summer borders will give you 
another month or more of colour. For those of you who keep in touch please note my new 
email address. 
 

General 

¶ Keep deadheading, watering and weeding where necessary. 

¶ Remove summer bedding that is past its best. 

¶ Ideal month to rejuvenate worn lawns. 
 

Vegetables 

¶ If warm you can leave tomatoes on the plant to ripen until frosts are forecast. Then 
bring them indoors to ripen off. 

¶ Lift main crop carrots and harvest runner beans, spring onions, marrows, 
courgettes, potatoes, onions, cauliflower, cabbage and corn on the cob. 

 

Trees and Shrubs 

¶ Plant new conifers and clip conifer, beech and yew hedges. 

¶ Now is the time to plant hardy perennials such as foxgloves. 

¶ Dead-head roses.  
 

Lawns 

¶ Keep mowing lawns regularly as weather allows. 

¶ Spike to improve drainage and rake out dead matter and moss. 

¶ Repair bare patches with seed and sow new lawns towards end of month. 

¶ Feed lawns with an autumn lawn feed. 
 

Flowers & Patio Pots 

¶ Keep deadheading and watering. 

¶ Plant spring bulbs in containers. 

¶ Stop feeding permanent plants growing in containers so they can start their autumn/ 
winter ‘rest’ period. 

 

Ponds 

¶ Fish need to build up their reserves for the winter so continue to feed until the cold 
weather starts and water temperatures drop. 

¶ To avoid fouling the water remove yellowing or decomposing water plants.  

¶ Pull out blanket weed but go easy on thinning out oxygenating weed as its growth 
will soon stop and you need it during the winter.  

 

Top Tips 

¶ Buy bare root roses as they are cheaper than pot grown. 

¶ If you are going to buy spring-flowering bulbs do it now to make sure you get the 
best choice. 

¶ Get the compost going. Autumn clearing generates ideal composting material.

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 A failure to comply with the rules of natural justice ï 
The story of Fairfield residents 

 
 
I guess most people in Buntingford are familiar with the Barratt Development in London 
Road – what you may not be aware of is the impact on the residents of Fairfield that back 
on to the development.  
 
In my case I have lived in Fairfield for 25 years and enjoyed the amenity, privacy and 
security of having open paddock land to the rear of my property. In 1995 when St Francis 
Close was developed, East Herts Planning (EHP) directed that trees be given Tree 
Preservation orders and native whip foliage be planted to ensure that our amenity, 
privacy and security was maintained and it was. 
 
Somehow in 2007 the land was changed from "Rural" to "Housing", although I don't recall 
our views being sought?  
 
In July 2009 the residents of Fairfield received a Barratt communication of a proposed 
plan to develop the land. Apparently the Town Council and EHP had not received the 
application at that time. While some people were unaware I'm not so sure everyone was 
in the dark. 
 
Fairfield, London Road and St Francis Close residents attended an emergency Town 
Council meeting in early August 2009 – while the Town Council put forward a raft of 
concerns to EHP we all felt the development as proposed would go forward unabated. 
This is exactly what happened at the EHP meeting in Hertford, despite Buntingford Civic 
Society presenting our "democratic 3-minute" presentation, highlighting EHP lack of 
congruency with their own policy guidelines and a group of 30/40 strong local residents 
supporting in the public gallery. 
 
So why do I (and I guess other Fairfield/St Francis Close residents) feel there is a failure 
to comply with the rules of natural justice, surely we cannot object to someone owning 
their own home? No I don't. My issue is the insensitive manner in which the development 
has harmed our amenity, privacy and security, which was first acknowledged as 
important back in 1995. The affordable housing is sited 10m at best and 3m at worst from 
the rear of our back gardens (most of us only have a 10/11m plot). The development is 
1.8m higher than Fairfield. All trees and foliage have gone. I can't see the sky when I sit 
in my lounge but I can almost see the doorstep of the affordable housing and they can 
see me. There is no privacy and amenity, is this not a failure to comply with the rules of 
natural justice? 
 
Why the insensitivity of EHP? EHP document 3/09/1061FP states Barratt, "It is 
understood the site would not be developed in the current economic climate if the 
affordable housing was built across the site" (EHP policy is that it should be 'peppered' 
within the site) – EHP state, "The need for affordable housing is so great it is felt 
acceptable to support one location provision on this site in the current economic 
circumstances". There are other factors within the document that give the clear 
impression that unless Barratt maximise their return (which is £320/£360K+ per dwelling x 
149 units) they will not proceed with the development. Equally EHP emphasise in the 
document  the  imperative to achieve Government housing targets. The compromise  that  
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has been made is the amenity, privacy and security (therefore saleability and value) on 
Fairfield residents. Is this a failure to comply with the rules of natural justice? 
 
Some residents of Fairfield have set about a complaints appeal; my Stage 1 has been 
dismissed by EHP. Stage 2 is with the Director of Services of EHP – it will go to the Local 
Ombudsman, Stage 3. If we had been aware we could have taken our own action with a 
"Judicial Review" and used the "rules of natural justice" as argument but too much time 
has now passed. I am not against homes being built, I just want to live in the countryside 
and have some amenity, privacy and security similar to what I have had for 25 years. My 
thanks go to Oliver Heald MP and Buntingford Civic Society who have supported our 
appeal and cause. 
 
What can Buntingford learn from our Fairfield experience? EHP and developers both 
have a vested interest and that is to maximise their return, one for profit and the other 
central targets. Local communities can and will be ignored unless they are active at an 
early stage. People who should know need to communicate with and guide action on 
behalf of the local established community they represent. The people of Buntingford must 
become a voice for the "rules of natural justice" and understand others may not be 
playing fair.
